Religious Literacy: What Every American Needs to Know—and Doesn’t  
By Stephen Prothero. Harper One, 2007. $24.95, paperback $14.95.  

Can you name the first book of the Bible? Most Americans can’t. Is the Book of Acts 
in the Old Testament? One quarter of Americans say yes. And what’s more, ten percent will 
agree that Joan of Arc was Noah’s wife. With quotes from many scientific studies and sur-
veys, Boston University religious studies professor Stephen Prothero cites these and other 
appalling facts to show that while we are a nation of believers—out of every ten Americans, 
nine say they believe in God and two-thirds are church members--we are woefully ignorant 
about what we profess to believe. “Two-thirds of Americans believe that the Bible holds the 
answers to all or most of life’s basic questions,” he says, but most of them can’t be bothered 
to read it. And it goes without saying that they are also woefully ignorant of the beliefs of the 
other four major world religions. To prove it, he offers readers a simple quiz on basic religious 
facts he gives to his college classes. (Much to my embarrassment I missed five out of fifteen)  

In the early days, the Bible and basic Protestant Christian beliefs were taught in 
schools as a matter of course. But by the mid-nineteenth century, as the 
population grew to include more Catholics and Jews, religious teaching 
began to shy away from doctrine, where there were differences, and em-
phasize ethics instead, something all faiths could agree on. Misunder-
standing of the First Amendment—which prohibits the government from 
endorsing any religion but not from teaching about it—further eroded the 
study of the basic Book of Western civilization, until we became a nation 
of religious illiterates.   

Prothero offers an illuminating discussion of the many statements by the Supreme 
Court that the teaching of religion is constitutional, and he makes a convincing case for re-
quired classes on the Bible and comparative religion in every high school. He follows this with 
a 107-page “Dictionary of Religious Literacy” that lists and describes at some length charac-
ters, people, places, beliefs, ideas, and historical events from the major world religions, in-
cluding terms of current interest like “jihad,” “creationism,” “secular humanism," and “Christian 
Coalition,” as well as the basics like “Jesus” and “the Seven Deadly Sins.” Have a fascinating 
browse in this Religious Literacy Dictionary and then take the quiz—you’ll undoubtedly beat 
my score.
