Dear People of St. John's Episcopal Church

Just a couple of thoughts on Jesus for your meditation and or discussion.

He was born in the small village of Bethlehem and grew up in a village of about 300 people
on the fringe of the Roman Empire. No one expected him to amount to anything, except his par-
ents. In fact, there was a saying about nothing good coming out of Nazareth. He had a youth so un-
eventful that only the family story of his being lost was worthy of being recorded. While other young
men were raising families and being involved in village life, Jesus went his solitary, apparently useless
way in his father's shop.

But one day he abruptly left his family and his village to roam the country in search of
God. He thought he found God's messenger in John the Baptist. But after following John for awhile,
Jesus realized that John was singing the wrong words to the right tune. So, Jesus began to write his
own ballad to God.

His message was simple: Do good and avoid evil, love God and neighbor. And constantly
repeated the refrain which was: "God is within you and among you." The people thought that sounded
a lot like their ancient promise of the Kingdom of God. Jesus accepted their understanding and told
stories about that Kingdom. But Jesus did not encourage their version of the Kingdom. He fed some
people but did not create a welfare system; he cured some people but did not build hospitals. He did
not tell them to overthrow their oppressor but to pay to them taxes. He did not tell them to fight Ro-
man soldiers but to walk with them an extra mile.

In spite of Jesus trying to teach people the reality of the gracious presence of God, they
chose to regard him as a threat. The tragedy was not that Jesus failed or even that he was exe-
cuted. The tragedy was that in spite of his best intentions and wondrous deeds, this divine hero was
drawn to disaster by flaws in the situation and by a misunderstanding of reality. ~ continued on page 2
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The original message of Jesus was that God is already in us and among us; the message is
still the same today. So, if you are waiting for God to come into your life and cure your cancer or save
your job, you too misunderstand the reality of God's presence. God is already in your life and in the
faith Community at St. John's Episcopal Church. If that is not enough for you then we need to talk.

And how about not taking the name of God in
vain? How easy it is to slip into careless habits of blasphemous speech, when every
reality show on TV features people crying, “Oh my God!” to express surprise, and
casual exclamations of “Oh, Christ!” are all around us.

Keeping the Sabbath a day of holy rest is difficult for those of us who work
hard and long during the week and have little time on the weekend for those errands
and tasks we need to do to keep our lives in order. But if God Himself needed to rest
on the seventh day, what makes us think we can ignore this commandment? Letting
colleagues know you don’t do business on the Sabbath is amazingly effective, | find.
And not turning on the washing machine or the computer. But enjoying the beauty of
God’s natural world by gardening or walking or doing sports, and having long phone
calls with people you love certainly come under the heading of remembering the Sab-
bath day to keep it holy.

The contemporary applications of the commandments against dishonoring
parents, adultery, stealing, and lying we are still pretty clear about. However, although
we may nhot covet our neighbor’s maidservant or his ox, what about his Ferrari?

The final word on the interpretation of the commandments, of course, was
given us by Jesus. And notice that the Ten Commandments are all in the negative,
while Our Lord’s instruction was glowingly positive. “Love the Lord your God with all
your heart, and all your mind, and all your soul, and your neighbor as your-
self.” Nothing more needs to be said, for all times.
