     There is a familiar story of a man who was a worrier. It showed in his face and his pos-
ture.  He seemed to carry the weight of the world on his shoulders.  However, one day this 
man changed.  He had a bounce to his step.  It was as if he had not a care in the world.  A 
friend asked what had happened. "Well," he confided, "as you know I have always been one 
to worry.  I have decided that this is both unwise and unhealthy, so I have hired someone to 
do my worrying for me."  "But how much does this cost you?" the friend asked."  "Oh, about 
$1,000 a week," the man replied. “But how can you afford to pay this man who worries for 
you ?" was the astonished response. 
The man answered calmly, "That's his worry!" 
     I wish it was that easy for some of us to get rid of our worries, don't you? But we are work-
ing on them as a Community and individually I am happy to say.  So as the old saying goes, 
"Don't worry! BE HAPPY!" 
     Taking the cue from our Lord and in Matthew's Gospel chapter 6: 24 - 34. We just need to 
continue to do what we have been doing pretty good at and that is living in the present mo-
ment, as Jesus Says, "for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its 
own."

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them.  But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to 
you as well."   Righteousness is a key word in this formula for defeating worry.  And finally, trust 
in God's love for you.  That really is the heart of the problem, isn't it, our lack of faith?  

We really don't know how much God loves us.  That's why we worry about the future.  
That's why we hold on to the mistake of the past.  But this is the message that Jesus has for us 
in the ARK today for each and everyone of us.   

Don't worry! Be Happy! Live in the present and always try to do the right thing. God 
loves you and God will provide for you.  Look at our Community today.  We are thriving in the
