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As you can tell Kathy and I love being Grandparents like the rest of you are so Blest.  Here's 
one story that we especially related to when we read about it just a couple of weeks ago.    

A young mother was trying to get her young son to take some liquid medicine.  The little fellow 
was being stubborn as only a child can.  He closed his mouth as tightly as he could, shook his head 
furiously from side to side and even swung at the spoon with both hands.  He was NOT going to take 
the medicine.  The young mother tried everything.  She pleaded, she begged, she threatened--all to no 
avail.  Finally she couldn't take it any longer. She threw down the spoon herself, and fled from the 
room.  Reaching her bedroom she flung herself across  the bed and broke down in tears of frustration 
and helplessness.   

In a few minutes she heard the sound of laughter coming from the kitchen.  Curious about 
what was happening, she wiped the tears from her eyes and made her way in the direction of the 
mirth.  She discovered that her mother had solved the problem.  She had mixed orange juice with the 
medicine and put the concoction in a water pistol and was squirting the healing mixture into the mouth 
of her delighted grandson.  

Sometimes you have to look at a problem in a different way.  Right grandmothers?  In fact, 
often in life it is not what you see, but how you see it that really matters.  A popular praise song begins 
like this, "Open the eyes of my heart Lord, open the eyes of my heart...." I thought of these words that 
St. Paul wrote to the Ephesians and were read at one of the Ecumenical Services I went to in Chicago 
last week as I participated in the National Workshop on Christian Unity.  "That the God of our Lord Je-
sus Christ, the Father of Glory, may give you a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of 
Him, having the eyes of your hearts enlightened...." That's an interesting phrase: Having the eyes of 
your hearts enlightened...." In other words, as the Feast of the Ascension is soon Celebrated  as well 
as our 117  years as St. John's Episcopal Church's Birthday in Fallbrook, let us all pray and sing, 
"Open the eyes of our hearts Lord...." Amen,

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Presiding Bishop Katharine Jefferts 
Schori Speaks in San Diego

Saturday afternoon on April 5, about twenty mem-
bers of our church traveled down to the Church of the Good 
Samaritan in San Diego to hear Presiding Bishop Schori 
deliver a speech open to the general public, titled “A Rea-
soned Faith.” What an occasion! The huge sanctuary was 
packed; luckily Fr. Sanders and Kathy had arrived early 
and saved us seats.  

The appearance of Bishop Schori drew forth thunders 
of applause and a standing ovation, the first of three such trib-

utes before she even began to speak. After an introduction by our own Bishop Matthes, she began by 
tracing her own early struggles with reconciling science and faith during her growing-up years. First in Se-
attle, where her family was Roman Catholic, she experienced the church “as a lot of gas,” but began to find 
God in the wilderness where they hiked and camped.  

When she was in fifth grade, the family moved to New Jersey, a very different environment, 
where her parents decided to be Episcopalians. Here she had her first experience of supportive community 
in the church. Her parents were scientists—her father was a physicist and her mother had degrees in lit-
erature and microbiology. Their example, and her own reading of books about bush pilots, explorers, and 
adventurers, led her to Stanford and a degree in oceanography. During her college years she found 
“science was taking me in uncomfortable directions with the faith community,” but her reaction to the death 
of a friend led her back to “signposts pointing to mystery,” which helped her make peace with the two com-
munities and find “a reasoned faith.”  

She married a mathematician (he took a bow) and loved her work as a “wet oceanographer” for 
twenty years. But suddenly in one week three different people asked her if she had ever thought of becom-
ing a priest. She hadn’t, but now she began to study Greek, to work with philanthropic organizations, and 
finally, to preach. That experience led her to seminary. After several years as a cleric, she was asked by a 
fellow priest for permission to submit her name for Bishop of Nevada. She was stunned. “That makes ab-
solutely no sense!” she told him. But he did, and she was elected. Three years later she had a similar reac-
tion when she was asked to run for Presiding Bishop—but again she won, against all odds.  

She has found that although it was hard to give up her twenty years as a scientist, it was good 
training for the priesthood. Priests need an ability for compassion, and a willingness to meet people where 
they are and not jump to conclusions or prejudge—as scientists propose an hypothesis, test it, and then 
look at the results and do it again, and again. As the Franciscans say: “Ministry is showing up, listening, 
telling the truth, and then leaving it to God.”  

.  

Our two Wonderful Bishop’s 
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She continued to find complementary partner-
ships, not contrasts, between science and religion. 
“Jesus died to take away your sins, not your mind,” she 
said, in a line that drew enthusiastic applause. “All crea-
tion is the body of God (and we cannot exist for long 
disconnected from it). … I see no reason to understand 
science as outside God’s will.” Faith asks and answers 
questions about meaning, and science explores ques-
tions about mechanisms. Each needs the other. 
“Religion without science is blind, and science without 
religion limps.” Science needs an ethical or religious cor-
rective, and religious absurdities occur when science is 
excluded. Science can be enriched with mystery and 

transcendence, she concluded 

At this point Bishop Schori threw herself open to ques-
tions from the audience—a move that brought gasps of apprehension. But we need not have feared; she 
was equal to even the most touchy queries.  

In response to the question “At Easter do we celebrate the resurrection of the body or the spirit?” 
she answered simply “Yes.” And after a moment went on to explain  

To a question about Islam and the separation of church and state, she said, “Our country cele-
brates each person’s right to worship as they wish, not one over the other, and we celebrate our faith tradi-
tions in their variety.” She characterized mainstream Islam as having a reverence for creation and service 
to peace. But the difficulty is that at this point in history several faith traditions are pushing for theocracy. 
seeking to impose their values on all, which is unacceptable.  

Asked about the future of the Episcopal Church, she said “Glorious—if we can remember to reach 
out to people not necessarily like us.” There is room in the Episcopal church for many kinds and ages of 
people, she explained. “I understand God as creator of all, and Jesus died for the whole world. God’s love 
is bigger than anything we can imagine—any box we try to put Him in.”  

This led to the inevitable question about homosexuality, which she called “ a presenting issue for 
those of a radically different world view.” There are those in the faith community who want to focus on Le-
viticus and the cut-and-dried legalistic approach, and those who prefer the prophets and their call to heal-
ing of the community.  

Finally, she closed with “God invites us into mystery, and maybe we discover some answers along 
the way.”

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COMMUNION BREAD   

The Rev Mike Russell, rector of All Soul's, Pt Loma (SD), and a bread baker for more than 30 years, 
has a communion bread (see recipe below)  If you are interested in baking some of these communion 

loaves let Fr. Sanders, or the altar guild  know.  (freeze well)  

7/8 C. Water  2 T. Olive Oil 1 Pinch of Sugar 1/4 T. Salt  1 T. Yeast  
2 C. Whole Wheat Flour  3 T. Honey  2/3 C. White Flour  

Directions: 
Pre-heat oven to 375 degrees.  

1)Proof the Yeast by sprinkling it into water that is hot on the finger but  not scalding, and to 
which you have added the pinch of Sugar.  

2) When the Yeast is foamy, add the Olive Oil and Honey.  The easy way to do this is to pour 
the Olive Oil into a 1/3 cup measure.  Then fill with the Honey.  The Olive Oil surrounds the 
honey and both easily pour out.  

3) Add the Salt; then add the Whole Wheat Flour.  When that mixture is stirred in, add the 
white flour  

4) Knead the dough until it becomes smooth and elastic.  You may need  to add additional 
white flour.  The dough should be sticky, but not so sticky that it comes off on your hands as 
you knead.  

5) Place dough in a greased bowl, turning to grease all surfaces.  Cover and 
let rise for 1 - 1 1/2 hours.  

6) Punch the dough down and roll out to 1/3 thickness.  Cut into rounds with a biscuit cutter or 
a drinking glass with a 3" diameter.  

7) Using the dull side of a dinner knife or a skewer, press a cross into each round, being care-
ful not to cut all the way through the dough.  This will make it easier to break the bread during 
communion.  

8) Place dough rounds on a non-stick or lightly oiled cookie sheet and bake in a 375 degree 
oven for 10 - 13 minutes.  

9) Cool the baked loaves completely on a wire rack.  Store in plastic bags.  The loaves may 
be frozen and used as needed. 
Note: This recipe makes about 15 rounds.  Each round will serve 16 people  at a communion 
service. 
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A HISTORICAL ACCOUNT OF ST. JOHN’S AND ITS PEOPLE  

When the late Myra Colby, wrote “The History of One Hundred Years” to celebrate the 
role St. John’s Episcopal Church had in the community of Fallbrook, she ended with this state-
ment, “The end of this story cannot be written yet.  We have survived as a church for one hun-
dred years and as we continue to grow in communicant strength, may we meet all changes and 
challenges that face us as we proceed, in the Second Hundred Years.”  This was written as the 
church prepared for a Centennial Celebration in April, 1991.  

The Thrift Shop established in 1955.  Charter members among others Lettie Cook 
who, many of us remembered well for her work at the Hawthorne Shop.  Lettie put more hours 
cat the Thrift Shop than probably anyone in the congregation.  St. John’s has contributed its 
proceeds to many important projects in Fallbrook which enrich the lives of community members, 
young and old.    

Deacon Mary Elizabeth Dawson moved to Fallbrook in 1960 and was a familiar figure 
dressed in her heavy jacket as she walked to visit those who needed help.  She didn’t own a 
car.  She had served as a missionary in China and the Philippine's for 39 years and while there 
was a prisoner of the Japanese.  She taught Sunday school at St. John’s and started a prayer 
group which became the Thursday Eucharist Service.  

St. John’s received Diocesan financial aid for 81 years until Fr. Fenton came and in 
October of 1973 St. John’s became a self supporting parish.  It was admitted as a parish of the 
San Diego Diocese on Dec. 7, 1973, inaugurated in Nov. 12, 1974.  

In 1983 the pipe organ was given by Pat Hall and refurbishing of the sanctuary was 
dedicated and the stained glass windows were unveiled in a dedication ceremony.  The Fall-
brook Community Clinic was sponsored by Episcopal Community Services for many years due 
to Vernese Thompson, church member, who realized the clinic needed financial aid.  

Recognition will be given to members who have belonged to the church for over 30 
years.  They are: Kathleen Wood, Senior Warden, and Virginia Corison, 47 years, Carol and 
Norma Pearson, 35 years, Julie Peck 34 years, Dale and Marion New, 33 years and Janet

Grace (Eventually): Thoughts on Faith    

by Anne Lamott  

Once in a while we are lucky enough to discover a writer who is an absolute delight—
someone who can take the most ordinary events and say them in such a way that they spar-
kle with new meaning and wit. Anne Lamott is such a writer. The San Francisco Chronicle 
said it best: “While she’s making us laugh with her self-deprecating accounts of her failures, 
near-failures, and tragic missteps, Lamott is hanging on by her fingernails, praying for grace, 
asking for forgiveness, and reminding herself and her readers that God is always there, even 
in one’s darkest hours.”   

Take, for instance, her essays in this collection about the complex relationship she 
has as a single mother with her seventeen-year-old son, a pebble-strewn path that all of us 
who have raised teens have walked. Or the time she lost her beloved dog on a walk in the 
hills (and found her again, I hasten to add) Or the beautiful and terrifying story of her part in 
an assisted suicide. Or some very funny but wise stories about vacation Bible school, a bor-
ing church service, the treasures of Christian community, and her struggle with God for the 
will to forgive George Bush. She chronicles the little moments of pure joy and the big mo-
ments of utter despair. But in all these brutally honest and startlingly fresh essays she finds 
grace—eventually
