Down and Out in Providence:
Memoir of a Homeless Bishop

y Geralyn Wolf. Crossroad Publishing Co.,
005. $16.95.

What kind of courage and determination would it take to deliberately
choose to be homeless for a month, just to better understand the plight of
those on the streets? And homeless not in our gentle San Diego climate,
but in the middle of the harsh winter of Rhode Island ? In 2002 Episcopal
Bishop Geralyn Wolf chose to do just that, and this little book is her diary of
the experience and what she learned from it.

| first heard of this book from Amanda May’s sermon several months
ago, and when other people in our church recommended it, | knew it must
be something special. But | expected a grim story of danger and hunger
and sleeping in cold doorways. Instead Bishop Wolf found a rough but sup-
portive and loving community among the inhabitants of the shelters and
soup kitchens of Providence . Her vivid anecdotes of the people she found
there dispel many stereotypes about the homeless. Yes, she met drug ad-
dicts and alcoholics and prostitutes, but also those who were mentally ill or
physically handicapped (including two men who were blind), as well as sin-
gle parents and intact families with small children. And many of them had
jobs—but minimum wage is not enough to rent an apartment or even a
room in Rhode Island —or San Diego .

This book is fascinating reading, and it makes us wonder who are
the homeless here in our own Fallbrook and what would Jesus have us do
about it?

Camp Stevens suffered extensive damage from a wildfires on Satur-
day, September 15th. Fifteen buildings were destroyed, including the
Chapel, Bishop’s Lodge, Lax-Sadler Lodge, St. Mary’s Cabin, St. Paul's
Cabin, and nine of the A-frame cabins.

“It was news to me that Muslims trace their ancestry to Abraham,
as Jews and Christians do” said Suzanne Oliver of New York
City, the Christian member. She met Ranya Idilby, a Muslin of
Palestinian descent, at a but-stop, where they were dropping off
their kids. After they started talking, they were referred to
Priscilla Warner, a Jew from Larchmont who was struggling to
deal with panic attacks. The group started on pretty shaky
ground, faith-wise, Idilby wasn’t sure that Islam was worth pass-
ing down to her kids. Oliver had left Catholicism for the Episco-
pal Church, but wasn’t sure what she believed about Jesus.
Warner wasn't sure she believed in God. But thy were sure they
wanted to understand one another, even if it meant grappling
with historic friendship-breakers like the Jewish role in the cruci-
fixion, the challenges posed by the Islamic story to Christianity,
the situation in Israel and others. Each of the three women be-
came more secure in their faith even as thy learned to respect
the religions of their new friends.

“l no longer see myself as only a Christian, only an Episcopa-
lian,” Oliver said. “lI see myself as part of the worldwide commu-
nity of believers.”
