This month my new book will be released, and | want all of you to know abouit it, not
for my own ego, but because the subject is so crucial. From the beginning, | and my co-editor
Marc Aronson knew that we had different ideas about the inevitability of war, but we agreed
that young people being pressured by military recruiters need to have the realities of the ex-
perience of war clearly revealed to them in many different voices so that they can make a
decision based on truth rather than glamorous lies.

To support this conviction, we collected nearly twenty passionate and revealing writ-
ings, from classics like Mark Twain's War Prayer, Bob Dylan's song Masters of War, a selec-
tion of articles by the great World War 1l correspondent Ernie Pyle, to other pieces as current
as today’s headlines: soldiers’ blogs and letters from Iraq and Vietnam, a shocking article
about the deceptive practices of military recruiters in schools, a memoir by a Japanese poet
who survived the nuclear bombing of Nagasaki, a study by an anthropologist of the harass-
ment of women in the military, an interview with an army chaplain about conscientious objec-
tion, and two pieces of fiction: a riveting one-woman, one-act play about a returned veteran
with PTSS, and a haunting futuristic short story about an amoral gang of children in a ruined
city.

Early reviewers have been unanimous in their recommendation that this book should
be read by every high school student—as well as their parents and teachers-- in America . To
that readership, | would add grandparents--and anyone else who cares about the future of
humanity.

Locked your keys  in your car ????
Did you know this??

If you lock your keysin the car and the spare keys are at home, call someone on
your (or someone else's) cell phone.

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Churches resurrect an old Easter custom

Many American churches are resurrecting an old Easter custom begun by the Greeks in the early centuries of
Christianity-"Holy Humor Sunday" celebrations of Jesus' resurrection on the Sunday after Easter.

For centuries in Eastern Orthodox, Catholic and Protestant countries, the week following Easter Sunday, includ-
ing "Bright Sunday" (the Sunday after Easter), was observed by the faithful as "days of joy and laughter" with
parties and picnics to celebrate Jesus' resurrection.

Churchgoers and pastors played practical jokes on each other, drenched each other with water, told jokes, sang,
and danced.

The custom was rooted in the musings of early church theologians (like Augustine, Gregory of Nyssa, and John
Chrysostom) that God played a practical joke on the devil by raising Jesus from the dead. "Risus paschalis - the
Easter laugh,” the early theologians called it.

In 1988 the Fellowship of Merry Christians began encouraging churches and prayer groups to resurrect Bright
Sunday celebrations and call it "Holy Humor Sunday," with the theme: "Jesus is the LIFE of the party."

Many churches from different traditions responded enthusiastically. Holy Humor Sunday services are bringing
back large crowds to churches on a Sunday when church attendance typically drops dramatically.

If you Google “Holy Humor Sunday” on the Internet, you'll be amazed at how widespread Holy Humor Sunday
celebrations on the Sunday after Easter have become among churches of all traditions. It's clearly a movement of
the Holy Spirit to shore up belief in the resurrection of Jesus.

Both the religious and secular press are now reporting on this phenomenon.
Lutheran laughter

Sonia C. Solomonson, managing editor of The Lutheran, wrote a splendid article titled “Two Parts Faith, One Part
Humor” in the magazine’s April issue, reporting on how some Lutheran congregations are observing Holy Humor
Sunday.

For instance, Pastor Jim Arends of Prince of Peace Lutheran Church in La Crescent, MN, said, “This gives us a
chance to celebrate the joy of Easter in a fun way a week after we've celebrated it in a glorious way... We don't
celebrate this to increase attendance but it has had that effect.”

The church used the regular liturgy, the appointed lessons, and added Easter songs, songs of joy and camp
songs. The congregation’s musical groups contributed especially joyful and fun selections.

She concluded: “so who says we can't laugh and celebrate in our places of worship? We can find a way to mix
faith and humor, stir it into our lives, and let it simmer into a rich stew that will feed all those around us.”
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Update on Legal Proceedings

The oral argument on our original lawsuit will take place at the Fourth District Court of
Appeal, located in the Symphony Tower, downtown San Diego, 7th and B Street. We are
scheduled in the afternoon session which starts at 1:30 PM on Tuesday, September 9th.

So just what is this “oral argument™? The California state website about court
procedure says this. “At some point after briefing, the parties are given the
opportunity to have oral argument in front of the panel of three judges decid-
ing the case. Oral argument is short and, ideally, involves not so much a law-
yer delivering a monologue, as making an argument that is interrupted by
pointed questions from the sharp minds on the bench. Often, the questions
dictate the rest of the argument.,,,Oral argument rarely turns around judges
who had made up their minds after reading the briefs, but it can be crucial
when they are sitting on the fence.. ..Following this session, the judges will
deliberate and deliver their verdict within 90 days.”

Spectators will be allowed at the oral argument, and we will be arranging carpooling
for those who wish to go. Pray that justice will be served in the decision.
